STUDY CONTRACT  
for the academic years .............................
I. Contracting parties:

II. Subject of the contract: 
Art. 1 – The subject of the present contract refers to the unfolding of the activities specific for higher education studies, in conformity with the curriculum designed by the faculty and approved by the University Senate. 
Art.2.  The present study contract cannot be modified during the academic year. It can be modified only during the first three weeks of the academic year, out of justified reasons. 
III. Duration of contract: 
Art. 3 – The present contract is valid for 4 years of study, except for approved study interruption periods.
IV. Rights and obligations of the contracting parties: 
Art.4. The faculty is under the obligation:
1. To ensure the necessary conditions for the student to attend all the disciplines specified in the present contract, within the sudy programme sanctioned by the Faculty Council. 
2. To make sure that the student be counselled as far as the choice of disciplines is concerned by a senior tutor appointed by the Board of the Faculty Council. 
3. To place at the student’s disposal the "Procedure regarding the organization of the didactic activity" and to ensure the students’ access to all the necessary procedures existing on the faculty and university website. 
Art.5 – Students’ rights and obligations: 
5.1. The student benefits from all the rights stipulated in the Law of Education no.1/2011 with all the subsequent modifications, in Law 441/2001 for the ratification of the Government Emergency Ordinance no. 133/2000 regarding undergraduate and graduate state tuition-paid studies, the University Charter, and the Procedures regarding didactic activity  included in the Handbook of Procedures. 
5.2. The student has the right to benefit from 4 budgeted years for undergraduate degree studies in the field of Engineering and, respectively, 6 years of studies in the field of Architecture. 
5.3. The student is under the obligation to keep in good condition and in good operating state the equipment, the furniture, the buildings, the green spaces, the sports facilities and social amenities. 
5.4. The student is under the obligation to get informed and to respect the provisions of the University Charter and of the   procedures that have come into force. In conformity with art. 24b of the Procedure regarding the organization and unfolding of the didactic activity, promotion to the next academic year can be done only if the student accumulates at least ____ credits out of the (DI+DO) disciplines of the year of study that has finished and, if case may be, if (s)he has accumulated all the credits corresponding to the previous years of study.
5.5. The student who pays a tuition fee is under the obligation to pay 100% (2800 EUR per year for non-EU students). 

5.6. The student is under the obligation to pay the tuition fees established according to the Law of Education and to the University Regulations.
5.7. During the first 15 days from the beginning of the academic year, the students are under the obligation to announce at the faculty’s secretary office the name of the bank and the account number into which their scholarship will be transferred. This is the only payment modality permitted by our laws. Such provisions are applicable for all the types of payments made by the University to the students (scholarships, transport expenses, etc.)
5.8. The tuition fee paying students who request to interrupt/withdraw from their studies may ask for a refund of the remaining fee if this sum is bigger than the fee that should have been paid by the time the request is made.
5.9. The student is under the obligation to pay all the instalments of the tuition fee by the time the request to interrupt or to withdraw from the studies is made. 
5.10. The student transferred from another university who has to pass equivalence examinations is under the obligation to pay the fee corresponding to each examination in conformity with the regulations that have come into force.
5.11 The student is under obligation to get informed about and thoroughly respect all the instructions adopted by the University regarding the unfolding of didactic activities including conditions of epidemiological safety for the prevention of SARS-CoV-2 virus disease, instructions which are part and parcel of the present contract.

V. Annual redistribution of budget places: 
Art. 6 Budget places are allocated according to the results obtained in the entrance examination for the 1st year.
Art. 7 During their studies, the tuition fee paying students can be transferred in the category free tuition fee students if they fulfil the promotion criteria, only in case the tuition capacity for the respective year is respected and only at the beginning of the academic year, after the University Administrative Board approves this request.
Art. 8 The students who in the preceding academic year fulfilled all their annual obligations stipulated in the study contract and accumulated at least 60 credits in the imposed and optional disciplines are considered students who completed their credits successfully.
VI. Sanctions: 
Art. 9.1. The students’ failure to obey the duties stipulated in the present contract will result in the application of the following sanctions : a) warning, b) suspension of scholarship for a determined period of time, c) suspension of the right to be accommodated in the dormitory, d) getting expelled.
The students who have not paid their tuition fee will be expelled. The faculty will make a request to expel students who have not paid their instalment 15 days after the payment deadline becomes due.   
9.2. The sanctions from a) to c) will be applied by the Faculty Council, while sanction d) will be applied by the Rector, at the request of the Faculty Council.
9.3. The sanctions can be challenged by the student within 30 days, by addressing the management body which is immediately superior to the one that applied the sanction.
9.4. The studies interrupted as a result of being expelled for violating the provisions of the Code of university ethics and deontology will not be taken into account in case of a new enrollment (due to passing a new entrance examination). The students who are expelled in this manner cannot be registered once again.
VII. Settlement of disputes: 
Art. 10 – In case of litigious circumstances involving students or involving students and members of the academic staff, both students and professors can appeal to the University Ethics Committee.
